After the August 1864 Union capture of the 
Weldon Railroad at Globe Tavern, Lee's Army 
was forced to divert it's supplies via this Railroad 
from Stony Creek Station to the south, through 
Dinwiddie Court House, and then to Confederate 
troops via Boydton Plank Road.
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
