This guide relates to the following
stylesheets:

Product: Meridian™ 2
Data format: ESRI Shapefile

Stylesheet format: QGIS stylesheets (QML)

The stylesheets have been designed to work with the data as it is supplied

1 Either fork the stylesheets on GitHub or download them and navigate to the directory that
matches your data format, stylesheet format and style preference.

2 Copy all the QML stylesheets (those files ending .gml) into the same directory as your Meridian 2
ESRI Shapefile data.

3 Load your Meridian 2 data into QGIS and it should appear pre-styled.
Alternatively you can load each style individually through the ‘Layer Properties’ window within QGIS.

4 To add a sea tint, navigate to ‘Project’ > ‘Project Properties...” and change the background colour
to:

R228 G244 B247 for Backdrop style

R213 G244 B248 for Full Colour style
